St Paul's Crossover

The five main elements of the projects are centred around employment-related issues along with some activities that meet social needs.


Crossover Café [est. 1993]

This serves, literally, as a shop window to everything that goes on in the name of St Paul's Church.  Information about activities, jobs opportunities, training courses and other services are advertised in the café's window.

The café opens each weekday from 8.00am to 2.00pm and serves a variety of meals.  It has become an important part of the local community.  

Crossover Employment Advice and Resource Centre [1993]

The core function of this is to do with helping people into work.  Trained guidance workers are available all week.  They work with people on a one-to-one basis to try and find a job or training for a job that will suit that particular person.

Crossover is also a base for a number of other advice services and a variety of courses.

St Paul's Nursery [1994]

The nursery provides quality childcare, trains people in childcare skills, and provides an income for the project as a whole.

It operates for five days a week and is in a refurbished facility with hard and soft play areas outside. All meals are provided.

The Nursery is registered for 55 children and employs about 20 staff.  

Nursery staff also head up Noah’s Ark [2000], a children’s Holiday Club registered for 24 children.  The club takes place in St Paul’s Centre during all the school holidays.

Bordesley Green Youth Projects [1996]

The activities of the youth project have included recently: 

· getting alongside disaffected local young people who are about to leave school and trying to get them into work, education or vocational training.

· five local schools working in partnership with Crossover and the Malachi Trust using class teaching and musicals that deal with various personal and family issues.

St Paul's Centre [1999]

The church building was reordered to become a multi-use community building and is used for a range of activities that include:

· children's holiday clubs,

· training courses,

· conference bookings

· meeting rooms for community groups

· offices for small organisations and businesses involved in community development

· mums and tots, with toy library and parenting skills courses

The building is used for worship and other related activities.
